2014 Youth Volleyball Rules
· Equipment/Uniforms

· Uniforms shall be the same color shirt with numbers on the back.

· 3rd-4th Grade will use a Volley-Lite volleyball.

· 5th-6th Grade will use regulation size volleyballs.

· Pregame 

· Host team will provide at least one official and one scorekeeper for each match. Also each team playing will provide someone to act as a line judge.

· On-court warm up will be limited to 10 minutes, if time permits.

· A coin flip will determine first serve and sides. Winner of the coin flip may choose to serve or choose a side.

· All serve lines shall be discussed before the game begins. 

· 3rd-4th Grade may serve from the spike line.

· 5th-6th Grade may serve anywhere behind the next line forward from the serve line or about 4-5 feet in front of the serve line (Free throw line in most gyms).

· Playing Rules

· Serves may be underhand or overhand. 

· No server will be allowed to serve more than five consecutive points. After five consecutive points have been scored, the ball will change sides.

· Server will be allowed one drop without touching the ball, each point.

· Scoring will consist of rally scoring. First team to reach 25 points and be ahead by 2 points wins the game.  If 3rd game is needed, play to 15 points.

· Blatant illegal hits will be called, which should include hands not clasped together in a bump pass attempt, attempting to set the ball from below the neck, catching and/or throwing the ball, use of open hand slapping the ball, and passing the ball which has been cradled about the elbows. These are all illegal and a warning shall be given to the team, the next shall result in the opposing team being awarded the point. 
· Any part of the ball or body which makes contact with any part of the boundary line, will be considered good.
· Subs are unlimited; each player must sub in at the sub line.
